
 

NARROW-LEAVED HAWK’S BEARD 
- MAJOR CONCERN IN SE CORNER OF RM (MINE, LAMPARD ROAD, 8 MILE) 
- PROLIFIC SEED PRODUCER, UP TO 49,000 SEEDS PER PLANT WHICH ARE 

WIND DISPERED AND SPREAD RAPIDLY TO NIEGHBOURING FIELDS, 
DITCHES, PASTURES, ETC. 

- DIFFICULT TO CONTROL WITH HERBICIDES 
- WINTER ANNUAL 
- HOW TO IDENTIFY: 

o SIMILAR TO DANDELION AT SEEDLING STAGE 
o NARROW LEAVES CLASPING STEM ONCE PAST THE ROSETTE 

STAGE 
o STEM HAIRLESS 
o BACKWARDS POINTING LOBES/TEETH ON LEAVES 
o EXUDES MILKY JUICE WHEN BROKEN 
o BRIGHT YELLOW FLOWERS SIMILAR TO DANDELION
